Unpacking

Check the equipment for any transport damage. If the unit is mechanically damaged, if liguedbeen spilled or if objects have fallen into
the unit, it must not be connected to the AC power outlet, or it must be immediately disconnected by unplugging the pde:eRephir
must only be performed by trained personnel in accordance with thdiegige regulations.

Installation Site

Install the unit in a place where the following conditions are met:

1 The temperature and the relative humidity of the environment must be within the specified limits during
operation of the unit.

1 Condensation must be avoided. If the unit is installed in a location with large variation of ambient temperature
